*Multi-Recital dancers will only perform in the Finale dance for their “primary” performance. A dancer’s

primary performance is the recital that includes most of their classes.

● Families of graduating seniors may purchase an unlimited number of tickets at this time.

Volunteer & Sponsor Pre-Sale - Mon, April 29 - Sun, May 5

● A maximum of 12 tickets per dancer may be purchased by volunteers & sponsors for the Young Children’s

Performance, the Gold Gala, and the Diamond Gala. Due to the large number of dancers in our Silver

Gala, a maximum of 6 tickets per dancer may be purchased by volunteers & sponsors.

● A password will be e-mailed to you individually in order to access ticket sales at this time.

Family Pre-Sale - Mon, May 6 - Mon, May 20

● Tickets on sale for all CREO Families.

● A maximum of 12 tickets per dancer may be purchased by families for the Young Children’s Performance,

the Gold Gala, and the Diamond Gala. Due to the large number of dancers in our Silver Gala, a maximum

of 6 tickets per dancer may be purchased by families.

● A password will be required to access ticket sales during Family Pre-Sale. This password will be shared in

weekly news and emailed to you the week of April 29th.

General Sales - Tues, May 21 - Thurs, June 6

● Tickets on sale to the general public.

● Families may purchase an unlimited number of additional tickets at this time.

At the Door Sales - Fri, June 7 - Sat, June 8

● Remaining tickets for performances will be sold in person at dress rehearsals and on show day (until sold

out).
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Ticket Pricing for Gold Gala

● Regular Seating: $20 per ticket including taxes & fees

● Premium Seating: $30 per ticket including taxes & fees

Multi-Show Discount Pricing

● Multi-Show Families will receive $8 off of 4 tickets in their basket

● The discount code applies to seats in the regular seating area only (not premium).

● CREO defines a “multi-show family” in the following ways:

o A family with multiple dancers performing in separate performances

o A family with a single dancer whose pieces are not all included in one show.

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How does Dress Rehearsal Work?

● Dancers should arrive stage-ready with their first costume, performance undergarments, hair,

and makeup at the start of their dress rehearsal call time.

● Dancers enter the theater and find the row designated for their class.

● Dancers who must change costumes quickly may leave their things in the dressing room

backstage.

● A CREO Staff member will call dancers to the backstage area two dances before their turn to

rehearse.

● Each dance has 7 minutes to rehearse on stage.

● When dancers are not changing, rehearsing on stage, or called to wait backstage, they should

remain seated in the theater to reduce traffic in the dressing room where dancers will be

changing.

● Remember to pack water and a healthy dinner or snacks if you have a long rehearsal night.

Please eat in the designated eating areas. Be sure to protect your costume while you eat by

wearing a large zip-up sweatshirt or button-down shirt.

● All dancers in the first call time must stay through Finale rehearsal.

● After your dancer has rehearsed all his/her dances (including Finale!!) they are dismissed unless

otherwise notified!

How does Recital Work?

● Dancers may arrive in warm-up attire (CREO jacket, tank top, & leggings,) with their hair &

make-up done.

● Dancers will be directed to drop their things in their dressing area (either the backstage

dressing room OR the cafeteria) and then report to the stage to rehearse Family Dance and

Finale.

● After rehearsing Family Dance and Finale, dancers are dismissed to their dressing areas to

change into their first costume.

● Dancers who must change costumes quickly may set their quick-change costumes in the

backstage quick-change area.

o For dancers stationed in the cafeteria a quick change is defined as 3 or fewer dances

to change.

o For dancers stationed in the backstage dressing room a quick change is defined as 1

dance to change.

● Doors will open 20 minutes before the show begins!
